A Word From Our President


There have been complaints about our handicap system.  We had been using USGA rules with a couple of exceptions.  We only use 10 scores instead of 20 and we have not been throwing out scores older than 12 months.  Due to the fact we only have 10 events a year, we are going to continue to only use 10 scores.  We will begin throwing out any score that is older than 12 months.  We will continue to use USGA rules regarding how many scores are used based on the total number a player has in the system.  We have always tried to make this as fair as possible.  And as always, we welcome your comments and feedback.


We also had a question this month concerning prize funds:  100% of your $10 prize fund is paid out to winners.   None of it goes to the Annual ParTee.  In addition to that, the free rounds golf are donated by the course and does not come from the prize fund.  We publish ahead of time what we are going to pay out based on an estimated number of players.  Then, if players don’t show up, there is a shortage in the prize fund.  A good example of this is happened this month.   We had 44 players who participated in the prize fund ($440) and we publicized we’d pay out $480; the APGC subsidized the balance.  The half of the 50/50 that goes to the club is used for incidentals (such as software upgrades and website costs) and additional prizes. Our objective is to make this a fun golf tournament without paying the high price that’s normally charged for golf tournaments.  This is our way of creating a team building �environment and a chance to bring friends and family members together and have a fun time.

Heading1 - Use this style to create headlines for each article.
