Rule Review

We’ve had some complaints recently about the slow pace of play.  In order to remedy the situation, the Inner Circle met and voted to put the following rules into effect starting next month at Gold Canyon.  We’re sure that these will spark a lot of debate, so feel free to complain the President (Denny prefers that be the new one).

· Pick up your ball if you’re sucking (10, 12 strokes) log 1 stroke over double par as your score and hope your partner is doing better. Complete all par 3 holes even if you’re sucking.  

· Keep the group in front of you, in sight. 
· Hazards, Out-of-bounds, Lost balls, drop your ball at nearest point of entry, one stroke penalty.
· If a putt is within the leather or grip of your putter, pick it up, it’s a gimme. (continued on page 2) 

Rule Review (continued)

We’ve also had some questions regarding finishing holes and how to handle no shows.  Each player will play out the hole or take double par as their score.  If your scheduled partner doesn’t show, you may pick a partner from the other two people in your foursome.  You will use that person’s score to determine your team score.  The person you select then has the option, it is not mandatory, to pay into the prize fund with you in order to be eligible for team prizes.  If that person chooses not to pay into the prize fund a second time and your team wins, only half the prize will be paid out to you.  The other half of the prize will be given to the club.  Your partner selection and their additional prize fund entry are required prior to the start of the tournament.
If you need clarification on any rule, they are all posted on our website, so please review them there.
The Number One Rule

The Annual ParTee Club’s number one rule is written as thus: All club members must go home after every tournament and have wild sex with their loved one for four hours. The number one rule was created to promote golf and family values. To bring husbands, wives, boyfriend, girlfriend closer and not apart.

A Word From Our President

It has come to my attention that people have questions about the ParTee organization, how funds are raised, and how they’re spent.  

The Annual ParTee is a group of people that get together to play golf.  We call our selves a club.  We call ourselves members of the ParTee golf club of Arizona.  But, we are not an organization that you pay dues to.  You are not required to participate in a minimum number of tournaments.  You are not required to pay into the prize fund.  You are not obligated to us.  In turn, the ParTee has no obligation to you except to host what we consider fun tournaments at the best price we can get.

We have turned our love of golf and socializing into a monthly opportunity to get together, play, and have fun with friends.  You may have heard the term “Inner Circle”.  That is the group of volunteers who set up tournaments, negotiate rates, maintain a web site, register golfers, score the tournaments, maintain handicaps, and calculate and distribute the prizes.  The Inner Circle are people who volunteer their time.  They are not getting any benefits from being a part of the Inner Circle.  They do not pay less than any other participant in our tournaments.  The all pay the same into the prize fund and for the 50/50 raffle.

The Annual ParTee is a non-profit organization, but there are expenses that are associated with putting on our tournaments.  Expenses such as:  web site fees, tournament software, software upgrades, the cost of raffle tickets, and the two biggest costs - prize fund shortages, and the costs of no shows.  

As stated above, we are not a formal organization, but just a group of friends who like to play golf.  We sign up voluntarily to participate in tournaments.  We do not require payment at time of sign up.  Because of that informality, we almost always have people who don’t show up.  There is a cost associated with no shows.  We have to sign a contract with each course with a commitment to a minimum number of golfers.  When we have no shows, the ParTee is still obligated to pay for the minimum number of golfers.  Also, the prizes to be paid out are advertised ahead of time as an enticement to get golfers to show up.  When people don’t show up, it leaves the prize fund short.  Those funds come from money raised through the 50/50 drawing each month.

The 50/50 raffle is done on a voluntary basis (yes, Karen can be forceful, but it’s still up to you) each month to raise money to cover expenses.  People are offered an opportunity to donate money with the hopes of winning half of what is donated.  The other half is held by a volunteer acting as our club treasurer.   If we didn’t have the 50/50, we would be forced to have payment at the time of registration, which comes at a price and would have to be passed on to you.  We’d like to avoid doing that, so please notify us via the web site if you can’t play.

A Word From Our President (continued)
To date, the ParTee has not spent any of the 50/50 money on anything other than club expenses.  After this month’s tournament, the Inner Circle met, proposed, and approved three additional expenses.  To thank two of our tournament organizers who have been volunteering for over 10 years, the club voted to pay for Ed Anderson’s and Tim O’Pry’s round of golf at Gold Canyon next month.  Ed negotiates and signs the contracts with each of the golf courses; without Ed, we wouldn’t be.  Have you ever wondered how those little dots get on your scorecards?  Tim goes to each club ahead of time and spends the night before penning the scorecards.  Yeah, I could make a comment like “get a life” or “how sad”, but I won’t.  Thanks Tim!!
The other expense the Inner Circle approved was the price of a year end party for all of our participants.  The party will be held immediately after the Gold Canyon tournament at one of the Casita’s courtyard.  The scoring and prize distribution will be done there, not in the bar area.  There will be a flyer with a map on each golf cart that morning giving specific directions.  The club will be providing roasted chicken, beef brisket, baked beans, salads, chips and desserts.  Water will be provided by the club.  All other beverages will need to be provided by you.  So, plan on bringing a cooler, buying at the bar, or taking a trip to the corner Circle K after golf.  So, plan on coming out for a great day of golf and a fun time afterward celebrating another fantastic year with the ParTee.
Enough of listening to me on my soap box.  Hopefully this clears things up and we can get back to enjoying golf and each other’s company.
